Please apply these four formatting requests to your accepted paper. Compliance with these guidelines will ensure timely publication of your article.
1.  
Eliminate auto formatting of footnotes/endnotes
· Does your paper use autoformatting of notes? If you see a line across the paper before your notes, or you can’t see your notes when viewing in “Normal View,” then your notes are autoformatted, which must be eliminated.
· Find footnotes/endnotes in “Print Layout View” and copy them as regular text just after the last line of your article.
· Replace superscripted #’s in text (they are links to notes) with regular superscripted arabic numbers (they won’t be links) to make auto formatted footnotes go away. 
· Renumber endnotes at the end of the text, using just regular font
· No asterisks, no roman numerals, or any other sort of superscripted characters are ever used. 
· Contemporary Pragmatism does not permit a footnote to the Title. Any acknowledgements go at the end of the article, right before Notes.

2.
Format Text and first page information
· Eliminate any section or page breaks, and eliminate any headers, footers, and pagination.

· On the first page, put your paper’s Title and your name.
· Contact information appears after author name: Name, Academic Title, Academic Address, email, phone number.  If the author wishes correspondence to be sent to a non-academic address, supply that information too, after the academic information.
· After contact information, put your abstract of between 60 and 90 words.
3. 
Internal Section Numbering
· Only use 1.  2.   3.  etc for internal sections.  

· You may have section titles, thus:  3. Hume’s Argument against Miracles <in bold>

· Do not use subsections such as A. B. C.   or   2.1  2.2  2.3  etc.
4.
Format acknowledgements, endnotes and check for style of citation
· Acknowledgements go first, then endnotes, then bibliography (if used). If you footnote the title, or the paper’s first sentence, or the last sentence of the text in order to make acknowledgements, convert that footnote into acknowledgements that have their own separate paragraph after the end of your paper.
· Within endnotes, use en-dash <cntrl><-> for paginations, thus: pp. 34–67.

· Put endnotes into Chicago Manual Style, thus:
